Testimony. 
Pastor Eugenie Ngenzi.
Testimony from Eugenie Ngenzi, née Mukayiranga, the founder and visionary of The Church of The Living God-Windsor:  

Title: God has chosen me to serve Him before I can even imagine something about His calling.

I was born in Rwanda. I left my family to go live with my aunt Anastasia at 4 years old. She was a true believer of the gospel. She was living The Word of God. The whole village was calling her a saint. I never saw her doing wrong or getting angry. I never heard her saying wrong things or criticizing anyone during my whole life with her. 

In one of the genocides against the Tutsi people of Rwanda, the killer’s leader stopped the militia men to destroy our house. He stopped them hunting my family. He was telling them this: «If ever you touch the beautiful house of Anastasia to destroy it, the angels of God from heaven will kill you before you do anything wrong here». The same house was destroyed 20 years later in the 1994 genocide because it was an obligation from the government to destroy all the Tutsi people, their belonging and their friends.     

Growing up with that kind of person, I was an everyday witness of 2 Chronicles 16: 9 : «For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to show himself strong in the behalf of them whose heart is perfect toward Him …». King James 2000.
Anastasia taught me how to live happy and love everybody beyond the different ethnic or socio economic or political background. I was her cherished only girl. I received permission to do anything I wanted to do. She poured out so much love in me that nothing can defeat my joy in life. Her care made me so strong that I am always ready to give back that love and the care I received to any receptive people I meet on my path. I believe that Love is so powerful that it does not need a package of material to be effective. For that reason, it is easy for me to understand the identity of God as Love and Power to save.

I lost connection from my dad during my very young age but I never felt missing him because my aunt taught me that I have a powerful Dad in heaven, the one who creates all dads on earth and the one who reserves a special place in heaven to each one who runs away from sin. From my 5 years old age, I already had a strong desire to go to heaven one day. Alone in my bedroom I made this prayer: « My Father God in Heaven, I want to live with you when I die. For that oh God!, before I die, give me at list 5 minutes to repent from my sins because I want to live with you for eternity».  After that, I got assurance right away that my prayer was heard and the fear for death vanished away from me instantly. From that day, I started to confess to anyone that my Father God will give me 5 minutes of awareness before I go home forever so I can repent and meet Jesus. I did not know back then that I will dedicate my life for preaching the Gospel in public. 

Another time, at 8 years old or so my family told me to go to bed early after a long day because I had school early morning. I did not want to go sleep alone while others people in my home stay awake and tell so good stories I wanted to hear. I went to bed sad. They closed my door and I felt really lonely. I got up, went back in our living room quietly, there was a very big painted picture of Jesus on the cross with blood on His face and a crown of thorns on His head. With my sad face, I looked at that picture for so long that I got a kind of deep sensitivity of the deep sorrow shown in the picture. I started to cry. I went on and on crying for the sorrow on Jesus’s suffering face picture. The more I looked at it the more I was devastated by what people did to Him. The more I cried for that, the more my pain of going to bed early was disappearing. My pain had no comparison with the sorrow on the face of Jesus’s picture. I felt that the killers of Jesus were so unjust toward Him. I stayed long time meditating on my fillings and after my tears were dry I went to bed. I got so deep sleep. I did never share this with my family. I grow up remembering that good moment when God taught me how our pain in life has no comparison with the injustice Jesus endured on our behalf. My desire was to be a good Christ follower in life but I did not know how do that. Growing up, I tried my religious principles as a raised catholic teenager, but I was still filling something was missing for me to have a real peace every day. I was going to the priest regularly for advice but it did not work. 
         At the age of 16, in high school, God was going to put in place what was missing in me so I can start to serve Him. 

I met three girls whose ways of living pushed me to ask myself some questions. Jeanne d’Arc, Grace and Marie Claire had always smiling faces. They were peaceful and wonderful and faithful friends to one another. I decided to join their circle once in a while in order to get to know them better. It did not take me long to realize that there was something special in them that I did not have. To me they were looking happier with so much kindness which surpassed my understanding. I letter learn from them that they were born again. I started to ask them the meaning of «being born again». I had never heard that word before. 
At the age of seventeen, they invited me to a Bible Convention for almost a week. I went there and got what I was looking for. Jesus touched my spirit and I got born again too: I repented from my sins and invited Jesus Christ to come and live in me and guide my life in July 24th in 1976 at 10 pm, accepted to follow Him all the days of my life. I have heard about some Christians who quit or backslide. I knew that it will not be easy to keep on the journey to heaven alone. I said to myself that I have to always choose good Christian friends in order to grow and become a good disciple and a disciple making for Christ also. One afternoon of August 1976, few days after being born again, I asked my friend, Marie-Jeanne from my village, who was helping me to grow in faith: «Marie-Jeanne, how can I really grow and have assurance that I will stay in the right path and never give up?». She said: « you have to know what matters first for your journey to heaven». I said: What do you mean? She said:   Every day, every minute in life is a matter of choice. If you read 1 Corinthians 6: 12 and apply it on your everyday life, you will stay on the right path».  

1 Corinthians 6:12 says: «“I have the right to do anything,” you say—but not everything is beneficial. “I have the right to do anything”—but I will not be mastered by anything». NIV. This verse has been my guideline from that time on. I pray that the Holy Spirit helps me to make good choices in my everyday life. I always try to be available before God so I can hear from Him and for that, the Bible has become my best reference in life.  
For that reason, I have chosen to dedicate my life to be an active disciple in the church of Jesus Christ for the rest of my life. My husband and I have been supporting other churches for many years until when God gave us a wonderful opportunity to go on the front line of the ‘’spiritual war between light against darkness’’. In April 23rd 2005, we started a church, The Church of the Living God – Windsor in Ontario. I am so grateful to God because my whole family support this ministry. My wonderful husband pastor Esdras Ngenzi and myself are both the pastors for the Church. Our children are involved in all activities of the church. You will find their testimonies among the testimonies of other people who have been part of our church form the beginning. A lot of them have moved from Windsor at this moment (2011) but we have never forgotten their support and we remember them and pray for them to stay always faithful to Jesus who called them.  We want to tell to all of you who have been supporting our church here in Windsor, wherever you are, that we are grateful to all of you. Stay connected to God and He will give you the reward He has prepared for those who serve Him with righteousness. My dear friends, let me repeat to you what the apostle Paul told to the Church: « … stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your labour in the Lord is not in vain. (1 Corinthians 15:58 - NIV). Let me remind you also something I like to say about my Saviour who loves us so much. As soon as Jesus revealed Himself to me in 1976, I found Him as the Best Commander in Chef because He is the Winner Man in the Battle of all the time. He is the Lion of the Tribe of Judah, the Root of David, the One who conquered the grave. Revelation 5: 1-5.  
For those who are reading my testimony today, if you have not accepted Jesus as your saviour, I invite you to do so. This is the time God prepared for you to receive our Saviour Jesus Christ in your heart. He has risen from the dead so through Him our sins can be forgiven and live forever. You become a Christian when you repent from sin, giving your life to Jesus and allowing Him to become the Master of your life. Find a Bible based church close to you, get to know the meaning of water baptism, Holy Spirit baptism, obey in doing it and receive salvation and your sins will be forgiven for ever.  You will then become what the Bible calls a New Creature. The church will help you to get a Bible in your local language. The church will also teach you how to pray, how to read the Bible. By doing so, you will become a growing Christian, a member of the Body of Christ. By accepting Jesus Christ as the leader of your life, this is the only way to belong to His Eternal Church and to have assurance of eternal life in heaven with Him. A true church provides real friends and many occasions of fellowship together as a family of believers. A true church is priceless and no power from hell can destroy it. Jesus said to his disciples about the church that « … all the powers of hell will not conquer it».  Matthew 16: 18. (NLT Bible).
